Second, yvour giving should reflect the same discipline as any spiritual discipline. The scripture from
this past Sunday was from [Faul's letter to the Romans and includes the words, °| appeal to you
therefore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice,
holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship.” (Romans 1201) Your support of Central
Chureh should be reqular and considered as giving of yourselves, which is your spiritual worship
according to Faul.
