We maintain a Half-Day model
to honor little learners and their families by offering a schedule that supports a school/home balance filled
with play-based learning, emotional support, and routines that foster confidence, curiosity, and connection.
Experiences in our indoor and outdoor spaces support the cognitive, physical, and social-emotional
development of Preschoolers as they grow. Invitations to explore are guided by the needs, interests, and
abilities of each child, and by the wonders of the natural world.

Each class serves a maximum of 15 Little Sprouts supported by 2 Teachers and a daily Parent Volunteer.

Our THREES program experiences support social and emotional well-being, language, and motor development,
and early foundational learning skills through hands-on exploration, literature, music & movement, and
imaginative PLAY. Three-year-olds learn to share space and time with one another through consistent
routines in a loving environment, with a goal of falling in love with this place called ‘school’.
Tuition: $1090.00/year - Deposit of $190.00 required with registration
$50 of which is non-refundable; payable by cash, check or Vanco Mobile App. Nine monthly payments of $100.00 due Sept. through May.

Our FOURS program experiences naturally build on foundational social, language, literacy, creativity,
imaginative, and cognitive skills. Four-year-olds learn to develop relationships, grow confident in their
independence, develop stamina, and engage in a deeper exploration of materials and spaces, with a goal of
growing as confident, caring, curious little learners and explorers.

Tuition: $1890.00/year - Deposit of $225.00 required with registration
$50 of which is non-refundable; payable by cash, check or Vanco Mobile App. Nine monthly payments of $185.00 due Sept. through May.
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
